On October 2, 200%24.1:36 HrsBureau of Fire units were dispatched to the intersection of South
Beeson Avenue &VestFayette Street in the downtown corridor of the City of Uniontown for a
reported MVA with unknown injuries. Engine #Rescue 40yledic #81 & Medic #402 esponded

and arrived to find a tractor trailer into the rear of The Christ United Methodist Church located at 6
West Fayette StreeAn unoccupied tractor trailer had apparently came out of gear while at the
Sunoco gas station on Morgantost. & drifted 1 block down the alley running parallel with West
Fayette St. striking theorthwest rear corner of the churciihe truck pushed in the top portion of

the basement wall, severely compromising the structural integrity of'theot in the B-C corner

of the building. The front end of the cab dropped into the basement stairwell, puncturing the oil pan
& spilling engine oil down the stairwell & into the basement. Upon arrival crews stabilized the

truck, sized up the building & immediatelyagied addressing the hazards. The oil spill was

contained w/absorbent pads & oil dry. After assessment of the damage to the church it was
determined that the®floor would require shoring prior to removal of the truck. A materials list

was put together &e materials were orderém & delivered by O.C. Clussumber Co. of

Uni ontown. A temporary support wall -Wh& &€xX6ON&ES r
w/a double header & double base plate shimmed in place. Crews also removed a larg@amoun
debris from the basement & outside stairwell. The truck was removed & towed by Burnsworths
Towing Co. of Uniontown w/no further damage to the structure. The damaged area was boarded up
w/ s h e e tplgwoad ffor skeabirity purposeBortunately there we no injuries reported on scene

& all units cleared the scene at 1424 hrs.
